· To continue embedding the use of Project X reading scheme.
· To continue to embed the teaching of Phonics throughout the school.
· To continue to use the Chat and Chill facility to enhance functional language, numeracy skills and life skills. 




	‘Good practice’ identified in relation to the 10 Elements of the Quality Mark: 
· The provision of the Chat and Chill facility is now well embedded with pupils designing uniforms and menus alongside purchasing and preparing food for purchase by staff and other invited guests to the facility. This enables pupils to further develop their basic skills in all areas of learning but with a particular focus on speaking and listening, mathematical calculations, money, problem solving, literacy skills and personal social development.  
· Pupils are well prepared to complete BTEC qualifications in catering as a result of this valuable experience.

· Planning for the future includes the establishment of the kitchen garden and the purchase of furniture for outdoor use in warmer weather. These additions will add to the real sense of purpose within the facility. This is worthy of note and a true example of excellent practice and provision to meet the needs of the pupils at Springfield.

· A whole school approach to ensuring the curriculum is appropriate for all learners has led to a review of the provision on offer at Springfield.  The curriculum has been evaluated and the prime areas to be delivered from September 2012 will be CLLD, Physical development and PSED. These areas will form the basis of teaching and learning for all pupils. Once pupils have made progress in these areas then access to National Curriculum will be facilitated.
